Minimum Credits or course selection regulation per semester

Bachelor: 9 credits. Students in the last year of bachelor’s level are allowed to take courses at the Master’s

level.

Master: 1 course. Students could take courses in different departments.

Ph.D.: 1 course. Students could take courses in different departments.

1 credit = 16 teaching hours, 1 course = 2 or 3 credits.

Each course lasts a semester (16 weeks). 1 credit is equal to 2 ECTS credits.
